WHEN TO GO

The USA is a large country and climates and
weather vary greatly by season and location.

In spring (March — May) temperatures begin to warm
up. It's the perfect time to visit national parks, as
waterfalls are flowing and flowers are in bloom. Travel
to Washington, D.C. in between March and April to
see the famed National Cherry Blossom Festival.

During summer (June — August), northern states
enjoy warm days and cooler mornings and nights,
while the southern states experience very hot
temperatures.

Temperatures begin to cool down around the
country during the autumn months (September
